We hope to have as many of them
attend the reunion as possible.  We will also honor Paul Ward, `53, as Potter Man of the Era for his singular contributions to our
organization.  Plaques honoring the groups and Paul will be unveiled, later to hang in the Potter Memorial Room at Alumni House.
